AGREEMENT TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

1.
Appointment.  National Safety Council (“NSC”) appoints Instructor and Instructor accepts the appointment to be an instructor for the NSC programs identified above with a check mark (the “Programs”).
2.
Term.  This Agreement will begin on the date it is signed by NSC and will continue for one year, unless it is terminated by NSC or Instructor under Section 10 of this Agreement.  The Agreement will renew automatically for additional one-year terms if Instructor remains a certified instructor in good standing for the Programs and is in compliance with all of the terms of this Agreement.

3.
Compliance with Laws/Manuals.  Instructor agrees that in teaching the Programs, Instructor will comply with all federal, state and local laws, regulations, rules and ordinances.  Instructor also agrees to comply with and teach the Programs in strict accordance with NSC’s Manual of Rules and Procedures and all applicable, then current Instructors’ Manuals and Guides.

4.
Training Materials.  Instructor will purchase the required training materials, including student workbooks, exclusively from NSC or an NSC Chapter or authorized distributor at the prices and on the terms established by NSC, the chapter or distributor at the time of the order or at such other prices or terms as are agreed upon in writing with Instructor.  In teaching the Programs, Instructor will only use NSC copyrighted material appropriate for the course being taught.  Instructor will ensure that each student has the student materials required by the applicable NSC Manuals and Guides.  Instructor recognizes that NSC owns the copyright in and to the training and course materials for the Programs.  Instructor will use the training and course materials only in connection with teaching the Programs and will not reproduce or copy the training or course materials without NSC’s prior written consent.  

5.
Program Fees.  Instructor will charge students such fees for the Programs and student materials as established by Instructor, consistent with all applicable laws, rules and regulations.  Instructor will be responsible for the collection of fees from students.  Instructor’s payments to NSC or its chapters or distributors will not be dependent upon Instructor’s collections from students.

6.
Monitoring.  Instructor understands that NSC or its representative may monitor Instructor’s teaching of the Programs to ensure quality of instruction and compliance with this Agreement.

7.
Course Records.  Within five (5) business days after completion of each course, Instructor will complete a student roster for the course, in the form provided by NSC, and transmit the completed roster electronically to NSC’s Data Management Center as specified in the Manual of Rules and Procedures.  The roster will be used by NSC to notify students at the time of renewal providing referral of the students back to the originating instructor / training center providing the instructor and/or training center hold current credentials.  Instructor will also provide NSC with training reports requested by NSC.

8.
Completion Cards.  Instructor will issue course completion cards, received with the training materials obtained from NSC, NSC Chapter or authorized distributor, to students who successfully complete the Programs.  No completion card other than an NSC completion card may be issued to students who successfully complete the Programs

9.
Instructor Credentials; Minimum Teaching Requirement.  Instructor must renew annually his or her authorization to teach each of the Programs and pay all required renewal fees.  Instructor agrees to maintain his or her authorization as an instructor in good standing for each of the Programs in accordance with NSC’s requirements, as amended from time to time Instructor agrees to teach a minimum of two Emergency Care courses in each authorization year.  

10.
Termination.  (a) NSC or Instructor may terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without cause, by giving thirty days advance written notice to the other party.  (b) Either party may terminate this Agreement upon ten days advance written notice if the other party has materially breached any provision of this Agreement.  If the breaching party cures the breach within the ten-day notice period, the termination shall not become effective.

11.
Effect of Termination.  Upon the termination or expiration of this Agreement, Instructor shall (i) immediately cease teaching the Programs, except that Instructor may conclude Programs already in progress, (ii) immediately cease representing to the public that he or she is an instructor for the Programs or for NSC, (iii) immediately cease all use of NSC’s name, trademarks and logos and NSC’s copyrighted material, (iv) return to NSC, at Instructor’s expense, all NSC copyrighted material, and (v) promptly pay all sums due NSC.
